	The route to picnic areas (tables and grills) consists of rough and uneven grass.
The route to the pond consists of rough, uneven and sloped grass/dirt.
	At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level (4.3.2).
Recommendation: modify at least 1 picnic area to be on an accessible route and include accessible amenities such as picnic table, barbecue grill, etc.
Recommendation: if in the future this pond is modified to include a fishing dock or another type of amenity, it should have an accessible route to such an amenity.
