Van spaces shall be served with an access aisle at least 96” wide. Two spaces may share a common access aisle. Parking spaces and access aisles shall be level with surface slopes not exceeding 1:50 or 2% in all directions (4.1.2(5) & 4.6).
Minimum 1 “van accessible” space and 1 standard accessible space. Signs shall be located so they cannot be obscured by a vehicle parked in the space. Van spaces shall be served with an access aisle at least 96” wide. Two spaces may share a common access aisle. Parking spaces and access aisles shall be level with surface slopes not exceeding 1:50 or 2% in all directions (4.1.2(5) & 4.6).

	Curb ramps shall be provided wherever an accessible route crosses a curb (4.7.1).
Transitions from ramps to walks, gutters, or streets shall be flush and free of abrupt changes (4.7.2).
At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level (4.3.2(2) & 4.5.1).

	No designated wheelchair seating exists at the bleacher seating. Rink fences are eye level for wheelchair users.
	Recommendation: designate at least one location on each side of the score keepers box. Each designated wheelchair seating area should be large enough for 1 wheelchair user and 1 companion. A 60” by 60” minimum area would be preferred. Designation should be accomplished by painting the universal symbol of access on the pavement. To ensure that these locations offer the patron a line of sight, they should be located directly behind the fence. Due to the fence height, we recommend either modifying the fence to a lowered height at each 60” by 60” location or raise the floor surface at each location to provide an unobstructed view.
