	The soccer and ball fields have bleacher seating, however, neither have any designated wheelchair seating
	Recommendation: designate at least one location at the bleachers. Reference the photo for placement to ensure other patrons do not block the line of sight for disabled patrons. Each designated wheelchair seating area should be large enough for 1 wheelchair user and 1 companion. A 60” by 60” minimum area would be preferred. Designation should be accomplished by painting the universal symbol of access on the pavement.

	Play Ground
	A threshold up to 6” encompasses the play equipment.
The play equipment surface is engineered wood chips.
	Changes in level up to ¼” may be vertical and without edge treatment. Changes in level between ¼” and ½” shall be beveled with a slope no greater than 1:2. Changes in level greater than ½” shall be accomplished by means of a ramp (4.5.2).

Recommendation: this material has been generally accepted as “ADA compliant”, however, to maintain an adequate firm and level surface free of thresholds, this surface must be constantly maintained. We recommend using a rubber or corked surface. There are no ADA enforceable standards for playground areas, only guidelines at the present time; however, program access must still be met.
