At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level (4.3.2).

Recommendations: install at least 5% of accessible picnic tables and grills, but not less than one should be on an accessible route.

Doorways shall have a minimum clear opening of 32” with the door open 90 degrees, measured between the face of the door and the opposite stop (4.13.5).

Mounting height shall be 60’ above the finish floor to the centerline of the sign (4.30.4 & 4.30.6).

Lavatories shall provide a clearance of at least 29” above the finish floor to the bottom of the apron. Hot water and drain pipes exposed under sinks shall be insulated or otherwise configured so as to protect against contact (4.19).
Mirrors shall be mounted with the bottom edge of the reflecting surface no higher than 40” above the finish floor (4.19.6).
Alarms shall be placed 80” above the highest floor level within the space or 6” below the ceiling, whichever is lower (4.28.3).
Recommendation: if structurally practical, a “standard” stall per 4.17 should be installed in each restroom. If however, this is not practical, we recommend installing an accessible “unisex” restroom in an alternate location. Signage should be installed at inaccessible restrooms giving the location of the nearest accessible restroom.
Urinals shall be stall-type or wall-hung with an elongated rim at a maximum of 17” above the finish floor. Flush controls shall be mounted no more than 44” above the finish floor (4.18.2 & 4.18.4).
