Parking spaces and access aisles shall be level with surface slopes not exceeding 1:50 or 2% in all directions (4.1.2(5) & 4.6).

Changes in level up to ¼” may be vertical and without edge treatment. Changes in level between ¼” and ½” shall be beveled with a slope no greater than 1:2. Changes in level greater than ½” shall be accomplished by means of a ramp (4.5.2).
