	At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level (4.3.2(2) & 4.5.1).
Changes in level up to ¼” may be vertical and without edge treatment. Changes in level between ¼” and ½” shall be beveled with a slope no greater than 1:2. Changes in level greater than ½” shall be accomplished by means of a ramp (4.5.2).
The maximum slope on an accessible path of travel is 1:20 or 5% (4.3.7).
At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level. The maximum slope on an accessible path of travel is 1:20 or 5% (4.3.2(2), 4.3.7 & 4.5.1).

At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level. The maximum slope on an accessible path of travel is 1:20 or 5% (4.3.2(2), 4.3.7 & 4.5.1).

	At least 1 accessible space shall be designated as “van accessible” and be served with an access aisle at least 96” wide. Two spaces may share a common access aisle (4.1.2(5)(b) & 4.6.4).
At least 1 accessible space shall be designated as “van accessible” and be served with an access aisle at least 96” wide. Signs shall be located so they cannot be obscured by a vehicle parked in the space (4.1.2(5)(b) & 4.6.4).

	Picnic Areas
	Picnic Tables and barbecue grills are not on accessible paths of travel (rough, uneven grass). Picnic tables lack adequate knee clearance depth.
	At least one accessible route shall connect accessible buildings, facilities, elements, and spaces that are on the same site. Ground and floor surfaces along accessible routes shall be stable, firm, slip-resistant and free of abrupt changes in level. Knee clearance at accessible tables shall have at least 19” depth (4.3.2 & 4.32.3).
Recommendations: install at least 5% of accessible picnic tables and grills, but not less than one should be on an accessible route.

	Recommendation: due to structure usage, we are not recommending any modifications for accessibility. If in the even that future usage changes, barriers such as accessible routes and entrance access will need to be addressed.

	Miniature Golf Course
	Three parking spaces are signed and striped as accessible, however, no “van accessible” designation exists and access aisles are 60” wide.
The concessions counter has a 3” step up in front of it and the counter is more than 50” high(
	At least 1 accessible space shall be designated as “van accessible” and be served with an access aisle at least 96” wide. Access aisles serving standard accessible spaces shall be at least 60” wide. Two spaces may share a common access aisle (4.1.2(5) & 4.6.4).

Changes in level up to ¼” may be vertical and without edge treatment. Changes in level between ¼” and ½” shall be beveled with a slope no greater than 1:2. Changes in level greater than ½” shall be accomplished by means of a ramp. Transaction counters shall have a 36” maximum height, 36” minimum length. Equivalent facilitation might consist of a folding shelf attached to the main counter on which an individual with disabilities can write (4.5.2 & 7.2).
